The meeting was called to order by Kathy Burger at 7:07 PM.  

Approval of Minutes:  There were some minor changes made to the draft minutes.  Mr. Wright motioned for approval of the minutes including the changes, seconded by Ms. Stover.  The minutes were approved as motioned by all members present.  

Old Business:

Faith Based Community Summit

Reverend Monahan stated the plan is for the summit to be a lunchtime event to be held around the third week in January.  Reverend Monahan has spoken with the County Office of Emergency Management and the group will discuss what faith based organizations have the ability to offer shelter and have generators in the event of an emergency.  Reverend Monahan stated the plan is this will be one of a series of summits to be held by the Faith Based Community.  
Mrs. Burger stated Pastor Brian Snyder of Fellowship Alliance Church is a member of the Township’s Local Emergency Planning Committee (L.E.P.C.).   Mrs. Burger stated the Township of Medford’s Emergency Management Coordinator, Fire Lieutenant Robert Dovi, Jr., is the head of the L.E.P.C., the deputy OEM Coordinators (fire and police personnel) also serve on the committee, as well as, the Chief of Police, Township Manager, Director of Neighborhood Services, Lenape Regional High School District and Medford Township Board of Education representatives, and Pastor Snyder. 

Students in Government Day

Mrs. Burger stated she and Mrs. Krihak had been communicating regarding the Students in Government Day and picked the date of November 17, 2015.  The Committee reviewed the agenda the students would follow for the day.  Beth Portocalis from the Township will accompany the students and Lenape District staff to the various Township locations for that day.  

Drug Box

Mrs. Burger provided a status on the drug box to be located at the Police Station.  Chief Meder petitioned the State for the box and is currently waiting for the Memorandum of Understanding to come from the State.  The State did request a Police Department patch and this was sent as requested.   The Committee discussed flyers being placed at the local drugstores to let customers know where to dispose of unused medication.  Mrs. Stover stated the seniors have an email data base that can be used to distribute the information about the drug box.  The Committee also stated flyers could be put at the DMV office and the Pinelands Library. 

Other Items

Communications
Mr. Wright stated the Committee had previously been discussing ways to communicate with the public.  Earlier in the year the Committee was working on resurrecting the Medford Messenger until it learned Council was not supportive of this idea.   The Committee discussed various ways the Township disseminates information and Mr. Wright stated he has a data base within his community which is used to distribute information.    Mr. Wright suggested putting a draft document together, similar to a newsletter that could be emailed to residents.  Mrs. Burger will take this item to Council and the Committee will discuss this item again at the November meeting.

Mrs. Krihak stated there is a new Municipal Alliance Supervisor over the Substance Coordinators at the Lenape Regional High School District.  There supervisor is rolling out a new program to teach sports coaches and parents about steroids.  

Senior Center

Ms. Stover stated the Senior Group has requested the purchase of twelve chairs for bridge, a new printer, the cabinet used for supplies does not lock anymore and needs to be replaced and the shades in the front of the building are broken and need to be replaced.
