Commercial updates. Storage facility is presenting revised plans. Will be huge barn.  Planning Board 
has a few more. Auto store expanding. Subdivision on Chapel.  Redevelopment plan for Taunton and 
Tuckerton, 6000 square feet (for gym) will be revised to 9000. Council still needs to adopt the 
ordinance. Michelle Voorhees will take over shops at Stokes. Abbey will send database to 
Ms.Voorhees. 

Main Street:  Café opened (behind Wonderland Toys). Currently open Tues – Sunday.  Apothecary 
(local honey) opened in old Harvest Coffee location.  Little majesty boutique is closing and combining 
with Girlfriends on Main. 
Rt 70: Auto Zone is moving in next to Maggie Moose.  Maggie Moose is now open. Dentist office is 
for sale (attached to Peacock Cemetery).
Policy for flood zones. Under emergency rules. Raise the first floor by 2 feet.  Could potentially affect 
new construction (in flood zones), even if already approved. Effective date would be June 13, 2022. 
Green/Blue acres could also help with funds. 
No new tasks. 
One “old” task was pictures of the town. Abbey – wondered do we actually want MORE people here? Shamong and Tabernacle have had some complaints with increase in people due to movie……  Beth – things have been filmed in Medford before.  There is a process. Should negate most complaints.
